The management has projected each employee’s sales for the next quarter. This information-employee name, employee base salary, and projected sales- follows:

Albright, Barbara, $8,500.00, $235,250.00

Mourissee, Lynn, $$7,250.00, $258,450.00

Noble, Richard, $4,250.00, $325,456.00

With this data, you have been asked to develop a worksheet calculating the amount of commission and the quarterly salary for each employee. The following formulas can be used to obtain this information:

Commission Amount = 5% * Projected Sales

Quarterly Salary = Employee Base Salary + Commission Amount

Include a total, Average Value, Highest Value, and Lowest Value for Employee Base Salary, Commission Amount, and Quarterly Salary. Create an appropriate chart illustrating the portion each employee’s quarterly salary contributes to the total quarterly salary.
